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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study the opiniors and expectations of
aducational supporters towards the primary school administration in Lamplaimas
Diglrict, Buriram Provinea. The sludy focused on 6 topics including {1) academic work,
{2) students’ affairs, () personnel, (4) general affair- finance {5) building, and (&) the
relationship between the school and community. The sex, career, and educational
degree were laken into account, The sampling were 240 school| supportiers gained by
slratilied random sampling

The equipmeant for collecting the data were a questionnaire and an interview
from. Tha statistice usad in analyzing the data ware the frequency, percantags, averags,
standard daviation, t - test {independant sampla), One-way Analysis of Variance, and
Scheffa's Method. The slatistical significance level was set at 0.03. The results of the
research ware below,

1. The general level of participants’ cpinions and expectations towards the
primary school administration was at 2 high ilevel. Considering each item, it was found
that the lavel of paricipants’ opinicns and expectations was aiso at a high levecl.

2. Comparing the participants’ opinions by taking their sex into account, it was
found that their opinions were .05 statistical significance different level. When each
aspsct was considered, it was found that the participants’ opinions were at .05 statistical
significance different about the academic work, personnel, and general administration —

financea,



3. The study found no differencas after comparing the participants’
expectations by taking thsir sex into account both as the total aspact and as each
ISEUE.

4, Comparing the participants’ opinions by laking their education into account,
it was found that their apinions were not statistical significance different, and when each
aspect was considerad, there was not different aithar.

5. The study found no differences after comparing tha participants' expectation,
by taking their education into account both as the total aspects and as sach issue.

6. The study found that the participants with different careera had different
opinion at .09 statistical significance level. The political participants were lass satisfisd
with general administration-financo than the governmental officials.

/. There were no statistical significant different at .05 level when the
participant's expectations were compared by taking their education into ascount both
as a whoic issucs and as separate parts.

The important points gained from this study was that most of educational
supporiers wanted fo sze tho students were good persons with good academic
knowledge. The school strongly supportod about the health of students. The schood
should recruit enough feachers to fit the school curriculum. The financial managemant
should flow fast and be transparency. The paricipants wanted the schools to have
sufficient buildings and inside the schaol should have the clean, shady and pleasant
environment. The relation between the teachers and villagars should be enhanced

because it would generate cooperation amang thern.
