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Abstract

This research aimed 1) to compare the learning achievement of Prathomsuksa
4 students between before and after learning through Total Physical Response {TPR),
2) to investigate the effectiveness index, and 3) to explore the students’ satisfaction
towards the use of TPR method in vocabulary learning.

‘The samples in this study were 12 Prathomsuksa 4 students at Nongkrok
School, under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area office 1 who were studying
in the first semester of 2013 academic year, recruited by simple random sampling
technique. The used instruments consisted of 12 English lesson plans of TPR, a
multiple-choice English achievement test and the satisfaction questionnaire. The
statistics used to analyze the data were mean, standard deviation, E.I. and dependent
samples t-test were used to test the hypothesis.

The findings of the study were as follows:



I

1. The learning achievement of Prathomsuksa 4 students of English
vocabulary after learning through TPR was higher than before learning at .01 level of
statistical significance.

2. The progress of the students after learning English vocabulary through TPR
as the effectiveness index (EI) was higher, calculated and yield the result 0.6512.

3. The level of the students’ satisfaction towards learning English vocabulary

through TPR was at 4.92, meaning “Most Satisfaction”
