Abstract : This research aimed to study and compare the opinions of the administrators and
teachers towards the state of administration for kindergarten schools under Surin Primary
Educational Service Area Office 2 in each content framework of 4 aspects, namely : 1) academic
affairs, 2) budgetary, 3) personnel administration, and 4) general affairs administration as
classified by position, experience, and school size. The population utilized in this research
included 685 persons of administrators and teachers under Surin Primary Educational Service
Area Office 2. The sample group of 358 persons consisted of 144 administrators and 214 teachers,
selected by using the Krejcei & Morgan’s table and stratified random sampling. The research
instrument was a 3 - part questionnaire including checklist, 5 point rating scale, and open ended
question with its discrimination index from 1.78-5.86 and its reliability at 0.907. The research data
were collected and analyzed for percentage, mean, Standard Deviation (SD). The assumptions
were tested by using t-test and One-Way ANOVA. Comparison by using Scheffe’s Method was
done when finding difference of mean in each aspect. Level of statistically significance was

set to .05.

The results were as follows:

1. Administrators and teachers viewed the state of administration for kindergarten
schools in each aspect at the high level by prioritizing its average from the highest level to the
lowest level as follows: personnel administration, general affairs administration, budgetary and
academic affairs administration respectively.

2. Administrators and teachers’ overall opinions towards the state of administration
for kindergarten schools under Surin Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 were found with
statistically significant different at the .05. When considering each aspect, it was found that
personnel administration and general affairs administration were found with statistically significant
different at the .01 but the other aspects were not different.

3. Administrators and teachers with different experience viewed the state of
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administration for kindergarten schools under Surin Primary Educational Service Area Office 2
both as a whole and at each aspect were not different.

4. Administrators and teachers’ opinions in schools with different sizes towards the
state of administration for kindergarten schools under Surin Primary Educational Service Area
Office 2 both as a whole and at each aspect were not different.

5. The administrators and teachers gave opinions and suggestions about the state of
the administration for kindergarten schools under Surin Primary Educational Service Area Office 2
at the highest level in each aspect. In terms of academic affairs administration, cooperation in
education should be established. The research findings should be utilized for developing
educational quality and the findings/outputs should be publicized to others schools/educational
institutes and organizations. In terms of budgetary, the adequate budget should be provided for
administering the schools. The budget administration should be done smoothly and it should be
accountable. In terms of personnel administration, teachers and educational personnel should
be praised, honored. Professional promotion should be provided. And in terms of general affairs
administration, its system should be organized. The media and modern technology should be
utilized. And the general affairs administration teachers should be knowledgeable, so they can
conduct their work quickly and correctly in timely manner with efficiency.
