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Abstract

The research aimed to 1) analyze the context and long-term care
situation of elderly people by the community network, and 2) develop the integrated
community-based long term care model using community participation for dependent
elders. The samples were 316 elderly people. The target group for the development of
the model was composed of 35 persons who had experiences or were directly related
to the care for the elderly. They were selected via snowball sampling. The
instruments were in-depth interviews, questionnaire and focus group discussion.
The statistics were percentage, mean, standard deviation. Content analysis was also
utilized. The results revealed that family members were the main caregivers to
provide the elderly with daily care while the community network and government
agencies provided care for the elderly by visiting home and offered them health care
at home. The integrated community-based long term care model using community
participation for dependent elders consisted of 1) development of potential of the
elderly/caregivers, 2) continuous care for them in the community, 3) proactive
services, 4) medical services, 5) building network and participation, and 6)

information reception/consultation.

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the influence and importance of
the external environment, business growth, and the participation and marketing
capability of community enterprises and the impact of these factors on business
expansion. The research was quantitative in nature and the sampling group consisted
of community enterprises in eight provinces in the upper north of Thailand. A total of
500 board members of the community enterprises were asked to complete

questionnaires distributed by post. Six types of community enterprises were
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investigated, including producers and manufacturers of food, drinks, clothing and
accessories, woven products, herbal products, and gifts. The data were analyzed
using descriptive statistics i.e. percentage, average and standard deviation, and
inferential statistics via Amos software analysis. The research results revealed that
marketing capability was the most important factor, followed by the growth of the
community enterprise, the level of participation in the enterprise, and the external
environment. All these were rated as having a ‘rather high’ level of importance. The
structural equation modeling of the growth of the community enterprise model
showed consistency with an empirical fit (X2=4.339,X2/df=1.522,
p=16,GF1=0.082,CFI=0.998, RMR=0.023 and RMSEA=0.028). The results of the
analysis showed that the external environment had the most direct effect on
marketing capability, followed by participation and the growth of community
enterprises. Participation and marketing capability had an indirect effect on the

growth of community enterprises.

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Abstract

This research article consisted of three important objectives: to present the
cultural management model of Ban Mark Kham and Ban Mark Muang in Trirath
municipality, Muang District, Pathum Thani Province, to study community culture
management, and to study the views of people in the community on cultural
activities. This research used qualitative research by focusing on in-depth interviews
from 30 key informants. Analytical interpretation was employed and context was also
analyzed.

For the objective 2, the community had a way
to manage the community culture in line with the Deming cycle for improving
activities and adjusting the context accordingly. For the objective 3, people in the

community had clear views and wanted to maintain their identity, local culture
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reflecting both Thai, Mon and Chinese ethnicities. Moreover there was a high

possibility of organizing activities important in preserving their way and identity.

The research data were
accumulated from 16 Thai contemporary novels, and theories of role, personality,
novels and society and father role in social and cultural dimension were used. The
findings revealed that the role of father in contemporary Thai novels was divided into
two groups; the father acting as social expectations and the father acting in conflict
with the expectations of society. In addition, father in rural society and father in
middle-class urban societies showed in different values. The diversity of fatherhood
in Thai contemporary novels was studied through the development of the role of
fatherhood. It was pointed out in each period of time. During 1972-1982, role of

fatherhood showed the attributes of being good father. During 1983-1993, it showed
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fatherhood in society of competition. During 1994-2004, the role showed fatherhood
in a typical way. During 2005-20135, it revealed the acceptance of different
fatherhood's diversity. It was different in male and female authors’ points of view.
The fatherhood in male authors’ attitude was exemplary of local culture conservation,
having power and family leadership. On the other hand, fatherhood in female
authors’ attitude was sacrifice, giving precedence to family, using patriarchy, lacking
of responsibility for family and having ideology but not give priority to the family. It
was accepted that the role was changed according to the age of time, for instance,
being a homosexual father. Those attitudes has revealed the fatherhood in Thai

contemporary novels for four preceding decades.

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Abstract

This study aimed to find out the effects of using the Task-Based Language
Teaching (TBLT) approach on the speaking skill of Thai EFL learners at the
University of Phayao, and to investigate the learners’ perceptions on the use of TBLT
in the classroom. A group of 36 first year students, majoring in English and
Education, who enrolled in the university’s English for Communication Course, were
purposively chosen to participate in this study. Data were collected through pre-and
post-speaking tests, questionnaires and semi-structured interviews. The quantitative
data was analyzed with the use of a descriptive statistical tool and dependent t - test,
and content analysis was used to analyze the qualitative data. The results showed that
the participants had significantly improved their speaking performance after being
exposed to TBLT, with a significant level of .01. Moreover, the results revealed that
the respondents generally perceived the use of TBLT in the classroom positively.
This study suggests that TBLT was not only effective in enhancing Thai EFL
learner’s speaking skill, but it could be beneficial for them, as EFL learners, despite a

few challenges they encountered.

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Introduction

Speaking skill is very important in language learning. It is also very
important in our daily lives where we must employ speaking skills to, culturally and
socially, carry out various tasks. According to Louma (2004), speaking skill is
definitely important part of the EFL course. It is not sufficient just to know about
grammar, pronunciation, vocabulary, but also the ability to communicate
appropriately and successfully using speech is indeed essential. Learning to speak a
foreign language then, means that students must practice meaningful conversations in
situations that are likely to be encountered in real life; especially in an EFL context,
because learners lack the chance to be exposed regularly to this or to use English
generally in their daily lives. According to Tabrizi (2011), it is necessary for students
to experience how language is used as a tool for communication inside the classroom,
in order to develop their competence, they need to use a foreign language easily and
effectively in situations they encounter in the real world. It was observed that Thai
EFL learners at the University of Phayao are still struggling with their English
speaking skill. It often occurred, that when students were asked to give further
information or explanation about a topic, during oral tests or discussion inside the
classroom, or even during casual conversations, they struggled to express themselves.
Meksopawannagul (2015) states that an acceptable reason why Thai students struggle
with their English proficiency, and thus fail to achieve the standards required, is the
fact that Thailand is a non-English speaking country, making it difficult for them to
become proficient in the language. Additionally, Noom-ura (2013) points out that one
of the causes of failures in teaching English in Thailand is the poor motivation level
of students, something which seem also to apply to the participants of this study.

Therefore, the researcher employed a TBLT approach, which encourages the use of
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language through communicative real-world tasks where meaning is of primary
importance. Learners have to work in pairs or groups to complete a task, giving them
ample opportunities to express themselves freely using the target language in a less
threatening environment. As Larsen-Freeman (2000) points out that interaction is
thought to facilitate language acquisition as learners have to work harder to
understand each other and thus express their own meanings. This will also likely
increase a learner’s motivation level, inspiring them to use the English language more
often in a more relaxing classroom environment. This can boost their confidence and
improve their English abilities, specially speaking skill. It is a general knowledge that
motivation plays an important role in learning. It was also pointed by Dornyei (1994)
that motivation is an important factor, which can increase a language learner’s
achievements.

The findings of this study will hopefully give valuable information on the
benefits of using TBLT approach that promotes learner’s speaking ability or other
English skills. It can also give insights on how learners perceived the use of TBLT in
an EFL classroom context. Moreover, it can serve as a basis for those who are

interested in conducting a research similar to this topic.

Objectives of the Study

1. To find out the effects of using the TBLT on the speaking ability of Thai
EFL learners.

2. To investigate the learners’ perceptions of the use of a TBLT approach in

the classroom.
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Background of the Study

Richards describes the Task-Based Language Teaching approach (TBLT)
as an “extension of Communicative Language Teaching” (CLT), (2006: 27). Willis
(1996) states that TBLT is a reaction to the insufficiencies of the Presentation,
Practice and Production (PPP) approach. Richards (2006) claims that the coming of
the TBLT approach marked a moment of dominant change with regards to how
languages were taught, and was therefore seen by experts and researchers as a more
effective and better way to learn a language. The TBLT is a student-centered
approach that provides a natural context for learners to use the target language
through communicative tasks which focus on meaning rather than form. The aim of
the tasks is to encourage learners (usually in small groups) to perform meaningful
tasks that are authentic. This gives opportunities for learners to practice speaking the
target language in the classroom. Although the teacher may present language prior to
the task, learners are absolutely free to use whatever resources they have in order to
complete the task. According to Willis (1996), students prepare for the task and
report it, then they learn the language that occurs during the task cycle. Teacher’s
role is to select and sequence task, prepare the learners for the task and conscious
raising. Whereas, learners are participants, monitor, innovator and risk taker. The
framework designed by Willis (1996) was adopted in this study. He stresses that for
language learning to take place, there should be exposure, opportunities to use the
language, motivation, and instruction. “Learners need chances to say what they think
or feel and to experiment in a supportive atmosphere using language they have heard

or seen without feeling threatened” (Willis, 1996: 7).
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Stages of Task-Based Language Teaching

According to the framework designed by Willis (1996), TBLT approach
consist of three stages. These are necessary to achieve optimum conditions for
language learning. This approach also considers task as a principal component. In
the pre-task phase, the teacher introduces and explores the topic with the class,
prepares learners in a way that encourages acquisition of the language. The teacher
also ensures that students understand the task instructions. Learners may watch video
clips or hear a recording of others doing a similar task; they can also read part of a
text as a lead in to a task. The second stage is the task phase which has three sub-
stages, namely: (a) task, (b) planning, and (c) report. For the task, learners take the
opportunity to use whatever they know about the target language, while working in
pairs or small groups to achieve the goal of the task. At the same time that learners
are practicing the use of language skills the teacher monitors and encourages all
attempts at communication but does not correct them. In the planning stage students
prepare to report to the whole class about how they did the task, what they decided or
discovered. Since the report stage is public, students will naturally want to be
accurate, so they may consult their dictionary or the teacher for language advice.
Moreover, learners rehearse and need time to organize their presentations. The
Report stage concludes the task phase, where learners tell the class about their
findings or the outcome of the task they did. The teacher acts as a chairperson, and
then may give comments on the content of the reports. In the post- task phase, it
provides opportunities for leaners to reflect on the task they did and to draw their
attention to language forms or phrases, particularly with regards to problematic forms

that occurred during the task cycle. The teacher may conduct practice activities that
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are focused on new words and phrases or based on features of the language learning

that have already occurred in previous texts and transcripts studied.

Previous Studies

Several previously conducted research projects have been documented to
support the value of TBLT approach in language teaching and learning. Below is a
summary of the findings of some scholars who embedded the TBLT approach into
their teaching strategies. Ariyatanet (2018) conducted a study using TBLT approach
which aimed at developing the English narrative writing skill of secondary school
students through picture description tasks. The study also explored the students’
opinions towards learning English through the use of picture-story description tasks.
It was found out that students could improve their writing skill through this approach.
Additionally, this study revealed that students had positive views on the use of
picture-description task as a way to develop their writing skill at a high level.
Kaikaew and Lornklang (2015) investigated the effects of teaching English through
task-based learning focusing on Thai culture on the students’ writing ability and to
explore students’ opinion on the use of TBLT. This was participated by 10" grade
students. The results showed that the students’ writing performance significantly
improved after learning through TBLT. The students’ task performing abilities were
also at a good level. And the students had positive opinion regarding the use of TBLT
as a way to learn English focusing on Thai culture. Sae-ong (2010) carried out a
research which was participated by 10" grade students which aimed to develop the
speaking ability of students. The research explored (1) the impacts of the TBLT on
learners’ speaking ability, (2) the usefulness of group-work incorporating in the

TBLT, and (3) learners’ perceptions of oral skill improvement after learning through
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the TBLT. The findings showed that learners’ English speaking ability significantly
improved at .05 level after learning through a task-based learning approach. There
was also an increase on the learners’ average attainment of group work incorporating
teaching by task-based learning approach. The findings revealed also that learners
had positive perceptions of the improvement in English speaking abilities after
learning through TBLT. Hasan (2014) investigated the effects of a task-based
language learning program, in teaching EFL, on the oral performance of secondary
students. The results showed that learners significantly improved their speaking skill
after learning through TBLT. TBLT has important contributions to EFL learners in
improving their speaking skill. Learners were given chances to use the English
language contextually and explore it through situational activities. Students were
encouraged to use language creatively when doing tasks. TBLT helped students
practice.

English in an anxiety free classroom. Hadi (2013) investigated Iranian EFL
learners’ perceptions of the use of TBLT. The results of the study showed that
learners had positive perceptions about its usage. They perceived that TBLT
encourages learners’ academic progress. It improves learners’ interaction skills. It
encourages learners’ to have more motivation, and it creates a collaborative learning
experience. He also added that tasks do not just give variety to the language teaching
methodology but also make the classroom much more fun and interesting.

The findings of the previous studies proved that TBLT is effective in
developing EFL learners’ speaking skill or other skills. It has significant
contributions to EFL learners in the successful achievement of the language. There
had been many researches using the TBLT approach with the aim of promoting

students’ speaking skill in EFL context, but very few were conducted in Thai context.
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Most of the previous studies conducted in Thailand focused on the development of
writing skills. The lack of previous researches focusing on the use of TBLT to
promote students’ speaking skill using different kinds of communicative tasks and
the different population has led the researcher to conduct this study. The findings of
this study may not be new, but it can give more insights particularly on the positive
impacts of using TBLT to Thai EFL classrooms that promotes learners’ speaking

ability.

Research Methodology

This is a mixed method research which involves the collection and analysis
of quantitative and qualitative data in order to find out the impact of TBLT on the
student’s oral performance and investigate their views on the use of TBLT in the
classroom. Participants of this study were 36 freshmen majoring in English and
Education who were enrolled in the university’s course: English for Communication
were purposively chosen. This course focuses on the practice of oral communication
on various topics that are likely to be encountered in real life situations integrating
correct pronunciation and use of appropriate vocabulary that are necessary for
communication in daily life. Therefore, this course is suitable for employing this
approach. Three TBLT lesson plans were made based on the three topics selected
from the student’s book (English file, Pre-intermediate level, Oxford). These were
validated by 3 experts in applied linguistics including the three instruments used for

collecting data. This project commenced on March 19 and ended on April 26, 2018.
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Instruments for Data Collection

There were three instruments used in this study; speaking test,
questionnaire and semi-structured interview. First is the speaking test, students were
asked to take a pre-and post-speaking test individually before and after the use of
TBLT. It was divided into two parts which were adapted from the style of IELTS
speaking task, particularly parts 1 and 2. In part 1, students were asked to talk about 1
of the familiar topics; (family, free time, hometown, studies, and mobile phone). In
part 2, students were asked to pick 1 of the topic cards (related to student’s
experiences) and were expected to talk about it according to what was written on the
card. The examiner can ask 1 or 2 follow up questions after the student has finished
talking. The speaking test lasted for 1 hour and 30 minutes, while the post speaking
test lasted for 2 hours. Their answers were recorded and was later rated by two other
English teachers, using the rubrics for assessing speaking tests adapted from
Mukminatien (2000). It includes grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation, fluency and
interactive communication with a rating scale of 1 to 5; where 1 — very poor, 2 —
poor, 3 — average, 4 — good and 5 — very good. The next instrument is a questionnaire
which was used to investigate the Thai EFL learners’ perceptions on the use of TBLT
in the classroom. This was given to the students after the implementation of the three
task-based lessons in the classroom. The questionnaire consisted of 8 Likert-type
items which was partly adapted and modified from Nunan’s (2004 as cited in Xhaferi
& Xhaferi, 2013) checklist for evaluating communicative tasks. There were more
than 8 items, but the others were about teacher’s perceptions, and attitudes about the
use of TBLT which is not covered in this study. Learners were asked to answer each
question using a 5 point scale ranging from strongly disagree to strongly agree, where

5 — strongly agree, 4 — agree, 3 — undecided, 2 — disagree and 1 strongly disagree.
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Lastly, the semi-structured interview which is closely allied to the questionnaire was
made in order to gain further information about the students’ views on the use of
TBLT approach and could also be used to support the results of the questionnaire and
the speaking test. All of the 36 students were interviewed which begins with the main
question: What are the effects can TBLT have in the classroom? Then 2 follow-up
questions were asked. The interview was done in English and since students needed
to prepare in order to gain a substantial response to the questions, interview questions
were given prior to the actual time of interview. To encourage students to honestly
and freely express their ideas; the confidentiality of the data was emphasized, no

names were recorded. The interview was audio-recorded for the content analysis.

Data Analysis

The speaking test was analyzed using the dependent t-test and the effect
size was also computed. Next, the questionnaire was analyzed through the use of a
descriptive statistical tool to show the mean and standard deviation. Finally, content
analysis was used for the interview which involved transcribing, coding and

categorizing.
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Results

Part 1: The effects of TBLT on the speaking ability of Thai EFL learners
Table 1

From table 1, we can see that the mean score achieved by the participants
from the post- speaking test is higher (x = 16.99, SD = 2.33) than the mean score
achieved by participants on the pre-test (x = 15.42, SD = 2.93). The result of the data
analysis indicates that there was an improvement to the students’ speaking
performance level after they were exposed to a TBLT approach.

According to table 2, it is shown that there is a statistically significant
difference between the mean scores on the pre-and post-speaking test, as indicated by
the repeated measures t-test with t (35) = -5.72, p = .01. Additionally, the computed

effect size was large (d=.94), based on Cohen’s conventions (1988). By investigating
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tables 1 and 2, the results revealed that through TBLT, the participants of this study
have significantly improved their oral performance after being exposed to the TBLT
approach. This indicates that TBLT is significantly effective in improving Thai EFL
learners’ speaking skill. This result gives us a definitive answer to the first research

question based on the first research objective.

Part 2: The Learners’ perceptions of the use of TBLT approach in the
classroom

Table 3 shows the results of the questionnaire items, specifying the results
of the learners’ responses in terms of the average mean and standard deviation. The
closer the results come to a mean level of 5, the more the respondents agreed with the
statements.

It is evident from table 3 that the majority of respondents agreed with the
items regarding the positive views students may have on the use of a TBLT approach.
It is also clear that nobody strongly disagreed with any of the statements in the
questionnaire (x ranges from 3.86 to 4.05). From the data presented in table 3, this
indicates that Thai EFL learners who participated in this study have positive views
about the practice of TBLT in the classroom. Furthermore, the results of the
interview demonstrates the positive views of the participants on the use of TBLT.
They talked about the positive effects of the TBLT approach, to them as EFL
learners. Although, they commented that TBLT was a challenge for them, it could be
seen as positive because it made them work harder to complete the tasks assigned to

them, encouraging them to become independent English language learners. It also
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helped them to overcome their fears of speaking English. The effects students

described with regards to the use of TBLT approach are presented below.

From the table, it shows the positive responses of learners on what are the

effects can TBLT have in the classroom. It can be seen that all of the respondents

described how the TBLT approach inspired them to become more interested in

learning English. The majority of the learners also expressed that the use of TBLT in

the classroom is a challenge for them because some believed that the approach gave

them more responsibility than usual when taking part in the learning process. Some

remarked that the speaking tasks were rather difficult for them, but still tried to work
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hard because they wanted to improve their English skills. The chart also shows that
majority of the students believed that through TBLT they were encouraged to
become more active in using English in the classroom. Some mentioned other
positive effects of the TBLT approach as shown in the chart that promotes learners’
speaking skill and makes learning more fun and relaxing. They also recognized that
the tasks they did are helpful in real life situations. Few have expressed that with
TBLT they can learn as a team. Below are some of the students’ responses as to what
effects can TBLT have in the classroom. (Student = S)

S1: “Uhhh, for me, it makes the students enjoy and interested during the class.”
S29: “Ok, for me I think everyone can show and create new ideas and have more
confident [confidence] in the activity. I was so excited and always active in this
class.” S36: “Back then I didn’t dare to speak English, but now I’ve found this
method it helps me doing it well without any concern about grammar. I enjoyed
learning with it because it can [be] used in my life every single day.”

Examining the two data sets from table 3 and 4, it can be clearly illustrated
that Thai EFL learners have expressed positive views on the TBLT practice in the
classroom. It can be seen also that the results of the interview could support most of
the items stated in the questionnaire which most of the students have agreed on with
regards to how they perceived the use of TBLT. This illustrates a substantial and

definitive response to the second research question.
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Discussion
Part 1: The effects of a TBLT approach on the speaking skill of Thai EFL
learners

It was found out that a TBLT approach had significantly affected Thai EFL
learners’ oral performance. As shown in the result of the t-test analysis and the value
of Cohen’s d, learners have strongly and significantly improved their oral
performance levels after being exposed to the TBLT approach. Thai EFL learners of
this study were encouraged to use the target language to communicate with their
friends, negotiate meaning to understand each other, in order to complete the tasks
assigned to them, in a supportive and anxiety free environment. As a result, learners
were more inspired and interested in doing the tasks, making them progress in their
speaking skill. As Larsen-Freeman (2002) points out that interaction is believed to
assist language acquisition as learners have to work hard to understand each other
and thus express their own meaning. Harmer (1992) also states that the full process,
from passive listening to understanding, and from active thinking to speaking, needs
to be thoroughly exercised; this, he says, can only be achieved through real human
interactions.

This findings conforms to the results of the study conducted by Hasan (2014).
The findings from this study showed that TBLT can make an important contribution
in improving the EFL learners’ speaking skill. It encouraged students the use of
English and gave them opportunities to practice using English that are authentic, in
an anxiety free environment. Similarly, Sae-ong (2010) found out that Thai
secondary students have shown significant improvement in their speaking ability

after learning through task-based instruction.
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Part 2: The perceptions of Thai EFL learners on the use of TBLT in the
classroom

The findings of this study revealed that Thai EFL learners had positive
perceptions on the use of TBLT in the classroom. They recognized that TBLT was
helpful for them in learning English in several ways, despite a few challenges they
encountered. Although the findings of this study reveal that Thai EFL learners’
perceptions on the use of TBLT were weighted on the positive side, they also
described how TBLT was at times a great challenge for them, which may sound
negative but is in fact seen as positive based on the comments of the students from
the interview. Students learning a language, like the ones in this study, can have a
very passive attitude about learning the English language. However, TBLT approach
changed the way they learn English, and has the potential to increase a learner’s
motivation level, so that other positive attitudes in learning can come about. As
Dornyei (1994) states, that motivation is important factor that can increase language
learner’s success.

The findings of this present study are consistent with the findings of Hadi
(2013). He found that Iranian EFL learners had positive views on the practice of
TBLT in the classroom. Learners seemed to be willing to adapt themselves to what
was, for them, a new language learning approach. He stated that the tasks don not just
offer variety to the language teaching methodology, but also make the classroom
much more fun and interesting. They can produce a lively atmosphere in the
classroom, which gives teacher the chance to do language instruction more
creatively, and that through this approach EFL leaners can benefit from it.
Correspondingly, Areyatanet (2018), Kaikaew and Lornklang (2015), and Sae-ong

(2010) found out that Thai secondary students had positive views on the use of TBLT
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in the classroom, despite the differences on the kinds of task and the focus of the

task they designed for the learners.

Recommendations

Based on the findings of this study, the researcher recommends that English
teachers should adapt and use certain kinds of task- based activities to help in
motivating EFL learners to be more involved in interactions when using the target
language in the classroom, which can improve their speaking skill. Knowing
learners’ perceptions is important because it can help teachers design and improve
modules, so that they are more suitable for Thai EFL learners. This would contribute
to the successful implementation of the TBLT approach.

For further study, the researcher has the following suggestions:

1. There was very limited time for the implementation of the approach in
this current study, it is suggested that a longer time be used for this approach, because
this may yield different findings or may verify the results of this present study.

2. This study only presents the effects of TBLT on the speaking skill of
learners, it would be sensible also to do further research on its effects on the other
English language skills.

3. This study has investigated the perceptions of Thai EFL learners on the
use of a TBLT approach, it would also be a good idea to do further research on the
perceptions of Thai English teachers on the use of a TBLT approach as a way to

teach the English language.
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Abstract

Understanding the perceptions of student teachers of English as a Foreign
Language (EFL) is essential to approach and improve their practices. This study aims
to explore EFL student teachers’ perceptions of their teaching practice that they have
experienced before graduating from a teacher education programme in Yemen. It
investigates their perceptions on teaching practice in general, including supervision
by their cooperating teachers, university supervisors, and the host schools. The study
employs a quantitative approach to collect and analyze the data. The data were
collected using a five-point Likert scale questionnaire. The findings show that student
teachers are dissatisfied with their teaching practice experience. They also indicate

that the supervisory visits and guidance are limited to provide the student teachers

with frequent and valuable feedback for their teaching practice. Based on the
findings, some implications and recommendations have been offered for EFL teacher
education programmes administrators and policymakers, particularly in Yemen and

other similar teaching and learning contexts.

Introduction

Teaching practicum is considered an essential learning experience for
novice teachers (Canh, 2014; Darling-Hammond, 2000; Richards & Crookes, 1983).
Teachers are expected to acquire and develop purposeful and scientific experience
during their preparation through teacher education programmes. This experience may
help students develop their own potentials, pedagogical skills, and competencies to
professionally perform their roles as teachers in the future (Cheng, Cheng, & Tang,
2010; Endeley, 2014; Wambugu, 2013). Thus, novice teachers or as they are called
student teachers in this study should be able to cope with issues they might encounter
during their teaching practice (Cheng et al., 2010). Taking this practical stage into
account is necessary for the student teachers’ effective learning as it unveils areas of
discord between what they are expected to do, and what they actually do in their
teaching practice. Therefore, an investigation into the perceptions of and
understanding the encountered issues could lead to better teacher preparation (Goh &
Matthews, 2011; Mukeredzi & Mandrona, 2013). It could also lead to a better
approach and improvement in their teaching practice experience (Lawson, Cakmak,

Giindiiz & Busher, 2015).
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Literature Review

Teaching practicum also called teaching practice by some scholars (Canh,
2014; Farrell, 2008; Hyland & Lo, 2006; Kabilan, 2013; Moody, 2009; Merg, 2015)
is the first step where student teachers gain practical classroom experience. During
this stage, they are trained to apply and implement theoretical and teaching ideas
professionally (Gebhard, 2009) under the guidance of experienced supervisors
(Mukeredzi & Mandrona, 2013).

Literature asserts the importance of supervision to assist student teachers to
translate what they have learned in their theory classes into practice for the purpose
of improving their professional performance (Farrell, 2007; Richards & Crookes,
1988; Wallace, 1991). In any teacher education programme, cooperation among all
members concerned is required. Higher learning institutions have a fundamental role
in preparing student teachers to deal with classroom needs and realities, to know and
practice teaching methods, and to master the subject matter (Tuli, 2009). Villers and
Mackisack (2011) argue that establishing collaborative relationships between school
and university staff would help to bridge the perceived gap between the academic and
the practical aspects of initial teacher education. Therefore, it is important for teacher
education programmes to establish and strengthen collaborative professional
relationships between university supervisors and school teachers. This could help to
generate, endorse, and sustain the various forms of knowledge, skills, and
understanding which could eventually contribute to the student teachers’ teaching.
There should be relationships between the supervisors and the cooperating teachers

who, are considered to be the secret behind the success of the teaching practice
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experience (Richards & Crooke, 1988). Establishing such relationships “affords
guidance to the cooperating teachers as they serve as models for the student teachers”
(Canh, 2014: 219). They are subject matter experts who also focus on pedagogical
strategies for teaching a particular discipline; however, they also need to ensure
student teachers’ participation in content-area seminars and attendance in
departmental meetings and in-service activities at school. It is better for student
teachers to work with a number of experienced teachers and have access to all
teachers in the department rather than being isolated with only one teacher. (Wallace,
1991).

The cooperating teachers play an essential role in student teachers’ teaching
practice. They are generally accepted by student teachers and other teachers to be
“the most powerful influence on the quality of the student teaching experience and
often shape what student teachers learn by the way they mentor” (Weiss and Weiss,
2001: 134). Cooperating teachers spend so much time with student teachers and are
available to give advice during the practicum period (Farrell, 2008). They can also
assist the student teachers to link the theory with practice (Kecik & Aydin, 2011). In
addition, cooperating teachers can observe, record, and report on the student teachers'
progress and application of their knowledge (Borko & Mayfield, 1995). They are also
their advisors and facilitators at schools. Further, they get to arrange and elucidate the
understanding that the student teachers acquired from their teaching practices
(Clarke, Triggs, & Nielsen, 2013).

Likewise, university supervisors play fundamental roles to ensure the
teaching quality of student teachers. They are supposed to observe and evaluate the
student teachers’ pedagogical skills and provide feedback essential for their

professional development. However, feedback should not be limited to the lessons
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observed and disconnected from other lessons. It should be extended and cyclical to
address pedagogical issues faced in school (Asmawi, 2016). Furthermore, university
supervisors have other roles in assessing and giving grades for student teachers’
performance (Haciomeroglu, 2013) at the end of practicum.

Research has shown the effectiveness of quality supervision on the student
teachers’ teaching practice performance. For example, Kourieos (2012) applied a
qualitative case study to identify the impact mentoring had on student teachers’
learning to teach during practicum. In his study, fourteen student teachers studying at
a private university in Cyprus were interviewed. The results emphasized the role of
the mentors, which should be moving away from their assessing roles to the adoption
of more assisting, mediating roles. It was found that a supervisor should put more
effort while visiting and guiding student teachers during their teaching practice.
Instead of simply assessing student teachers with grades, they can also provide them
with as much feedback as possible regarding the strengths and weaknesses of their
lessons. This is a very constructivist perspective which is practised in the western
world. Another study investigating was carried out by Chien (2013) on a summer
school programme for prospective English language teachers in the north-west
United States. Three prospective teachers who completed their elementary school
teaching certificate were interviewed and observed. The main findings of the study
revealed that student teachers’ teaching style was limited. Additionally, there was an
insufficient collaboration between cooperating and prospective teachers. Similarly,
Cahn (2014) studied five Vietnamese EFL student teachers’ experiences during a six-
week practicum period. The participants did not have any teaching experience before
being admitted to teacher training colleges or universities. Findings show that there

was no deep learning that took place during the teaching practicum, and the student
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teachers were not provided with many opportunities for interactive learning. Cahn
attributed that to the limited interaction between student teachers and their
cooperating teachers. The relationship between the cooperating teachers and the
student teachers was hierarchical rather than reciprocal which limited the student
teachers’ involvement in the ongoing process of constructing and reconstructing
knowledge with cooperating teachers.

More importantly, teaching practice experience has a significant role to
reform the student teachers’ perceptions of their roles and responsibilities in their
future careers (Harlin, Edwards & Briers, 2001). Therefore, understanding the
student teachers’ perceptions could be a stand to determine what really happened
during training in order to plan for better professional training and teaching practice
(Barnes & Lock, 2013).

Studies related to EFL/ESL student teachers’ perceptions (Al Sohbani, 2012;
Duong, 2014; Faez & Valeo, 2012) reported that the teaching practice experience
was the most influential aspect of the training programmes. For instance, in their
study of novice teachers’ perceptions of preparedness and efficacy in the classroom,
Faez and Valeo (2012) found that novice teachers valued the practicum because they
drew from it to manage classrooms and plan appropriate lessons. They faced some
teaching challenges in specific contexts which were attributed to their
unpreparedness to use theoretical knowledge and adapt to these teaching contexts.

A similar study was conducted by Al Sohbani (2012) to investigate the
perceptions of student teachers’ teaching practice at schools after they had completed
an EFL teaching programme at Ajman University of Science and Technology in the
United Arab Emirates. The study found that most of the student teachers had positive

perceptions towards teaching practice experience, school teachers, the academic
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supervisor, and the host school. However, some student teachers were very
concerned about the duration of teaching practice at school. They were trained for
one semester (16 weeks) and thought that the length of the teaching practice was not
enough. They suggested more courses for teaching practice to allow them to gain

practical experience and develop their teaching skills.

The Study Context

In Yemen, there are different structures of teacher education programmes
before the Yemeni unification in 1990. Training institutions were provided for
students who had completed their primary school to be trained for three years and
become primary school teachers. However, after the Yemeni unification, the teacher
preparation programmes for all education levels depend mainly on faculties of
education (Obeidat, 2007). In faculties of education, the teacher education
programmes focus on preparing students to be teachers of different subjects such as
Arabic language, English language, Islamic education, mathematics and physics in
schools. During the four years of preparation, students are provided with basic
knowledge of teaching methods that they need for their professional careers
(Mahwari, 2015). Therefore, there were different departments that focused on
preparing students to be competent in different fields.

The English Department at the Faculty of Education in Yemen offers a four-
year programme that aims to prepare qualified English language teachers to teach at
local primary and secondary schools. It receives a considerable number of students
every year. Students are trained in basic language skills, and they also study a variety
of subjects about English literature, linguistics, translation, and methodology. The

graduates of this department who are awarded a Bachelor's Degree in Education are
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expected to serve society mainly by becoming English teachers at primary and
secondary schools. In addition, they would satisfy the need of the society for the
English teachers and/or speakers (Faculty of Education Guide, 2012).

During their study at the faculty, students have to obtain 142 credit hours to
graduate with a bachelor’s degree in education, majoring in English Language
Teaching for the local schools (grades 7-12). The Department is responsible for
preparing the syllabi and plans for the English language teaching programme. The
programme focuses on the subject matter of teaching English. It offers intensive
courses on teaching methods, language skills, English literature, along with numerous
courses in general knowledge and teaching practice. These courses are taught in four
years (eight semesters), and the students have to pass all these courses. After
completing the sixth semester, students join local public schools for practical
teaching (Practicum) at the beginning of the seventh semester. At this current stage
and onwards, they are referred to as “student teachers”. Student teachers start
teaching for one semester under the direct guidance of cooperating teachers. They
practice teaching between 5 to 8 periods per week. During their teaching practice,
they are also supervised by two university supervisors. Those supervisors are
expected to minimally conduct two observations to observe, assist and assess each
student teacher’s teaching. Each lesson observation is usually followed by a short
feedback session in which the supervisor provides the student teacher with some
suggestions and comments on his/her teaching practice for improvement. These
comments and suggestions are basically given on the lessons observed and the
written lesson plans.

With reference to the context of the current study, there were a number of

studies (Al-Jaro, Asmawi & Hasim, 2017; Al-Jaro & Asmawi, 2018) that reported
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little pedagogical knowledge input which limits the student teachers’ pedagogical
practices during practicum. Furthermore, studies that investigate and report on
student teachers’ perceptions of their teaching practicum are severely lacking
Therefore, this study is an endeavour to fill the gap in a relatively limited field of
teaching practicum research. Additionally, it could provide the necessary information
for the professional development of the EFL teaching practice in Yemen and suggest

some insights for similar EFL/ESL teaching programmes.

The Aim and Questions of the Study
The purpose of this study is to explore the Yemeni EFL student teachers’
perceptions of their teaching at schools during practicum. Understanding the student
teachers’ perceptions provide the necessary information for their professional
development and continuous improvement of the EFL teacher education programmes
in Yemen. In addition, it could provide insights into similar EFL teacher education
programmes and suggest some practical and valuable recommendations for teacher
educators, programme developers and policymakers. In order to achieve this purpose,
the study seeks to answer the following questions:
1. What are the Yemeni EFL student teachers’ perceptions of their teaching
practice?
2. What are the Yemeni EFL student teachers’ perceptions of supervision?
3. What are the Yemeni EFL student teachers’ perceptions of the host
schools?
4.  How could the Yemeni EFL student teachers improve their teaching

practice?
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Methodology
1. Population and Sampling

The population of this study was fourth-year student teachers from the
department of English, Faculty of Education at a public university in Yemen. They
were 108 student teachers who had completed their practical teaching course at
primary and secondary public schools. As the entire finite population was quite
small, all student teachers were selected as the study participants on the basis of their
availability (Creswell, 2005). There were 99 participants 58 (58.6%) female students
and 41 (41.4%) male students responded and returned the study questionnaire
constituted the study sample.
2. Data Collection Instrument

Data of this study were collected using a questionnaire adopted from a
previous study (Al Sohbani, 2012). The questionnaire’s validity and reliability were
checked and tested by its developer, Al Sohbani through using the expert validity and
the internal consistency reliability estimate by using Cronbach’s alpha, which yielded
0.88. It included two sections, A and B. Section A included 23 close-ended items that
focused on the following: the student teachers’ perceptions of their teaching practice
in general (6 items), supervision (12 items), and the host schools (5 items). The
respondents were required to select the answer which best represented their views
based on a five-point Likert scale: ‘1” strongly disagree (SD), ‘2 disagree (D), ‘3’
undecided (UD), ‘4’ agree (A), and ‘5’ strongly agree (SA). In section B, there were
three open-ended questions that elicited information on the positive and negative
points of the teaching practice and the student teachers’ suggestions for

improvement. In addition, a pilot study was conducted prior to distributing the
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questionnaire to the study participants to examine the consistency of the questions
and respondents’ understanding level of the questionnaire. Cronbach’s alpha
coefficient was also applied to assess the reliability of the data and measurement. It
was 0.76 which was above 0.7 as the cut-off value (Hair, Bush, & Ortinau, 2003).
Before adopting the questionnaire, written permission was taken from the developer.
It was then distributed in person to the study participants with instructions to guide
them. The participants were given 30 minutes which were enough to finish the
questionnaire.
3. Data analysis

The questionnaire was comprised of two sections. The participants'
responses to the first section (A) were statistically analyzed using descriptive
statistics via SPSS software. The mean and standard deviation were computed for
each statement. For the purpose of statistical analysis, each of the variables in the
five-point Likert scale was coded as follows: SD ‘1°, D ‘2°, UD ‘3°, A ‘4’, and SA
°5”. All the questionnaire items were positive attributions and graded as 1-2-3-4-5.
Therefore, according to Birisci, Metin, and Karakas (2009) and Abedalaziz,
Jamaluddin, and Leng (2013), the agreement ranges in the questionnaire were
determined through the use of the formula (n-1)/n where n is the number of ranges.
The calculating of the interval width of the ranges between 1 through 5 was 0.8.

Table 1 below shows the range of items in the questionnaire:

As shown in Table 1, the interval width of 1-1.80 indicated a very low
level, the 1.81-2.60 interval indicated a low level, the 2.61-3.40 intended a medium
level, the 3.41-4.20 indicated a high level, and the 4.21-5.00 indicated a very high
level of agreement with the items in the questionnaire. Therefore, items that scored a
mean of 3.41 and above were considered positive, while the items that scored 2.60
and below were considered negative.

On the other hand, the second section (B) of the instrument was
analyzed qualitatively by reading the student teachers’ written responses repeatedly
and analyzing them to generate codes. Then similar codes were classified under one
family or category. The result was three broad themes emerging from the analysis
which represent the positive and negative points of the teaching practice and the

student teachers’ suggestions to improve their teaching practices.

Results and Discussion
1. EFL student teachers’ perceptions of teaching practice
The analysis of the participants’ responses to items 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6 of the

questionnaire revealed that they had positive perceptions of their teaching practice in
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general. This could be seen from the total mean score (3.5) of the first six items of the
questionnaire. A close look at the analysis of each item in Table 2, showed that most
of the participants strongly agree that teaching practice experience developed their
teaching skills and classroom management (4.62). The mean score of item number 5
(3.95) showed that the majority of the participants had taught more than three periods
per week. This could be interpreted that they valued the number of periods they
taught every week. However, the mean score of item number 6 was relatively low
(2.92), which indicates that the participants were not content with the length of the
teaching practice. Further, items 2, 3, and 4 received medium level mean scores;
3.02, 3.33, 3.17 respectively which indicated that the participants were not quite
satisfied with their teaching practice experience and the number of periods observed
by their supervisors. They also had difficulties with transportation to move from the

university to the host schools.

Findings of this category (i.e., the student teachers’ perception of teaching
practice in general) were consistent with those of Al Sohbani (2012); Faez and Valeo
(2012), who contended that the student teachers highly emphasized the importance of
the teaching practice experience to develop their teaching skills and classroom
management. In addition, these results have also confirmed those findings of Al
Sohbani (2012), who found that when the length of the teaching practice was short,
the student teachers did not receive adequate practice. However, his study was
conducted in a different context, and it is different in the number of periods observed
by supervisors which might limit the student teachers’ opportunities to interact and

receive feedback from their supervisors.
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2. EFL student teachers’ perceptions of supervision

Table 3 shows the mean scores of the participants’ perceptions of
supervision and the support they received during their teaching practice. Items 7-18
highlighted their perceptions of the cooperating teachers and university supervisors.
Only item number 10 scored a high mean (4.23) and items numbers 8 and 13 scored
low means (2.96 and 2.79 respectively). The other items 7,9, 11, 12, 14, 15, 16, 17,
and 18 scored medium to high means. The total mean was recorded at 3.58 which is
relatively high, indicating that the participants have positive perceptions of their
supervisors.

However, they have negative perceptions of the kind

A closer look at the results shows that the student teachers

of feedback and support provided by their cooperating teachers and university

supervisors. Most of the participants were dissatisfied with the cooperating teachers’

feedback (2.97) and the guidance from the university supervisors (2.79).

These findings are in line with those of Cahn (2014) and Chien (2013),

who found that no deep learning took place from the part of the student teachers

because of their limited engagement of teaching style and lack of interaction with

their cooperating teachers. In addition, these results implicitly support the argument
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of Kourieos (2012) that supervisors should increase the number of visits and put
more emphasis on guiding student teachers during teaching practice. They should
also provide them with much feedback instead of simply assessing them.
Additionally, this part of the result contradicts with the findings of Al Sohbani
(2012), who reported that the student teachers were satisfied and appreciated the
overall supervisory support and the important values and knowledge conveyed by
their experienced supervisors. That is quite different from the results of the present
study, because of the lack of the student teachers’ interaction with their supervisors,
which is attributed to the latter’s heavy work-loads hours at their institutions.
3. EFL student teachers’ perceptions of host schools

As displayed in Table 4, the total mean score of the last five items 19, 20,
21, 22, and 23 of the questionnaire which is concerned with the student teachers’
perceptions of host school is quite high (3.68). This means that the participants have

positive perceptions of the host schools and mostly agree with the statements.

A deeper investigation into the descriptive analysis of the statement revealed
that the participants show positive responses to statements 21, 22 and 23. They
strongly agree with the teaching materials provided by the schools including the
textbooks and the teacher’s book. This is demonstrated in the mean scores of the
items 21 and 22 as (4.01) and (3.87) respectively. In a similar vein, the participants
revealed favourable perception towards the schools. They felt that they were accepted
members of the school team. This was declared in their responses to item 23 which
received a high mean score (4.13). These findings are fully aligned with those of Al
Sohbani (2012), which revealed that the student teachers had positive perceptions
towards the host school and were able to familiarize themselves and establish a
rapport with the host school members. However, the participants showed a
considerable negative perception towards the school cooperation with the university
item number 19 and the appropriateness of the school environment item number 20.

This was shown in the means scores of these items (3.20 and 3.21) which indicate
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that the school and university cooperation, as well as the school facilities, were not as
expected by the student teachers. It has been argued that a closer relationship
between teacher education programmes and host schools during practicum might
help the student teachers in their transition to teaching practice at schools (Villers &
Mackisack, 2011).

5. EFL student teachers’ remarks and suggestions

Analysis of the participants’ responses to Section B of the questionnaire
(i.e., three open-ended questions) revealed their positive and negative remarks
towards their teaching practice. In addition, it disclosed a list of the participants’
suggestions to improve future teaching practice at host schools.

Concerning the participants’ responses to the first open-ended question
(what do you mostly like about teaching practice?), most of them reconfirmed their
responses to Section A of the questionnaire by highlighting their positive perceptions
of the teaching practice such as getting more experience from the practice, knowing
more about the school environment, being a member of the school staff and feeling
the responsibility of teaching.

Besides those, they mentioned other positive remarks for their teaching
practice at host schools (Appendix A) which indicate their awareness of the
significant roles of their experience. Some of these positive remarks include
employing new methods of teaching, knowing new people and making good
relationships, developing the spirit of cooperation with other teachers and students at
schools, getting experience to deal with individual difference among students,
experiencing new challenges, and being encouraged to find out information of the

encountered ambiguous issues.
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On the other hand, the participants showed their displeasure by listing some
negative points (Appendix B) that they dislike about their teaching practice at
schools. Some of these negative points include the large number of students in the
class, lack of teaching materials and visual aids at schools, lack of supervisory
support and a limited number of observation visits, the short duration of the
practicum, weak level of students, the inappropriate school environment, and the lack
of facilities.

Additionally, based on the participants’ teaching experience, they offer
some practical and noteworthy suggestions (Appendix C) that they believe, could
improve future teaching practice in schools. For instance, they suggested extending
the duration of practicum, establishing halls for teaching aids and English
laboratories at schools, increasing the number of supervisory support, adding
microteaching and simulated teaching courses, increasing the number of pedagogical
knowledge related courses, and keeping a continuous contact between schools and

the university.

Recommendations

The current study aims to explore EFL student teachers’ perceptions of
teaching practice at schools in Yemen. The findings reveal that the participants gave
positive perceptions of their teaching practice, supervision, and host schools.
Nevertheless, the findings disclose some negative perceptions of the participants
especially on the kind of feedback and support provided by their cooperating teachers
and the university supervisors, and the appropriateness of the school environment.

Therefore, it is highly recommended that cooperating teachers and university
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supervisors should involve their supervisees in continuous discussion and provide
them with feedback on their teaching practices.

More importantly, the student teachers have offered some significant
suggestions based on their experience. Therefore, these suggestions should be taken
into consideration by EFL teaching education programme administers and Ministry
of Education officers for further professional development of teaching practice in
Yemen. These could contribute to plan and perform professional preparation and
training of the EFL student teachers and improve their teaching competencies.

It should be noted here that the present study is limited to a specific context
in Yemen. However, it might provide some insights, useful suggestions, and valuable
information for educators, programme directors, and decision makers in the Yemeni
contexts in general or perhaps in similar contexts of the Arab or Asian countries. For
the purpose of comparing and contrasting the findings, it would be possible and
valuable to conduct similar studies at other universities in Yemen and other EFL
similar learning and teaching contexts, particularly neighbouring Arab countries.
Future studies are recommended to investigate similar issues of EFL teacher
education programmes at other universities in Yemen and similar educational
contexts. It may also be beneficial to study and implement the Learn and Serve
Models (student observation and limited monitored teaching opportunities tied to
educational courses throughout all 8 semesters of the undergraduate program) that is
commonly used in North American schools. In addition, the Professional
Development School Model (PDS) has been proven to be extremely effective for
improving university/Pre-K to Grade 12 partnerships and the pre-service/practicum

student experience overall.
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Abstract

A study entitled “classical guitar pedagogy for college of music in Thailand” is
an integrated research aiming at 1) studying the effective teaching style in the classical
guitar of the college of music, and 2) investigating the piece of music used in the classical
guitar test of the college of music. The findings were as follows: 1) The effective teaching
styles taught in the classical guitar were varied depending on the style and musical
experience of each student with the teaching style of guitar playing techniques and teaching
technique leading to understanding the melody of the piece styles of music. 2) Repertoires
used in the classical guitar were divided into two categories: etude, used for instruction to
improve the skills, and techniques of the students to enable them to play in the pieces with
higher difficult levels. The piece used to get students understand the variety of pieces and can

convey the mood of the piece accurately according to the era of Western music.

Keywords: classical guitar instruction, classical guitar piece, college of music
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Introduction

Higher education in Thailand focuses on the production of highly qualified
personnel in each major field to the labor market. As office of the national education
commission, the prime minister's office said about tertiary education, it is a high education
aiming at developing people to enter different professions. It is the basis of major
country’s development including the development of knowledge to enhance academic
competencies in various disciplines and as a tool and a base for power, knowledge, ideas
and advanced technology for the country (Office of the National Education Commission,
1998: 1).

Development and improvement of teaching and learning quality in higher
education is essential and requires a high budget and experienced music specialists with
specialized music instruction. Hence, the college of music has been established to provide
quality of music education with effective teaching and standard. Teaching music is
important for teaching and learning in higher education in Thailand in which the teaching
and learning process is organized according to the curriculum approved or accredited by
professional organizations or the ministry of education. Higher education in music
education, which is the highest level of education in the field of music, is still to be
developed as in Thailand; there are few standard music institutes.

The competition for admission in high standard institutions continues to be
prominent. The development of higher education institutions that teach music has become
increasingly important. Both in curriculum and teaching and learning (Sutthachit, 2012:
158). In order to develop and improve the quality of music teaching in higher education, the
standard of teaching and learning should be standardized. The process and management of

teaching and transferring of knowledge to students should be focused on.
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Teaching science refers to the knowledge of learning and teaching the world has
accumulated from the past to the present. The instructor can apply to help students learn in
accordance with the target, goals, and objectives of the teaching. This knowledge is derived
from study, research, and testing based on the scientific process of psychologists and
educators (Khammani, 2009: 474).

In teaching each instrument in musical skills, there are teaching techniques or
teaching strategies varied by the specificity of the tool. However, the general principles that
should be considered and the principles that can be used as the basis for the development of
teaching music skills of each type are said to be the same and instructors can apply this
general principle in real teaching or develop it to suit the teaching skills of each instrument.
As aresult, students will be able to develop their own skills in the teaching of each
instrument. The success of teaching lies in the good preparation of the good instructor with
capability and experience in teaching (Sutthachit, 2012: 242).

By the nature of classical guitar instruction, the instructor has two functions:
instruction refers to the process of teaching making the student understand the songs,
problem-solving in music lessons, learning the skills and techniques of the correct play
including elements related to musical learning. And another duty is to guide the learner as a
musician and exchange music concepts in addition to teaching to properly play the pieces
(Glise, 1997: 86-96). Therefore, teaching science is very important because it helps students
to learn effectively, meet the goals, and objectives of the course, especially in the classical
guitar practice.

Classical guitar is a musical instrument with long history and development of
over 3,000 years, and its the ancestors appeared first in the middle east that gave birth to
musical instruments in Asia and India. In a few hundred years the guitar has evolved itself

from different types of musical instruments to the present (Westbrook & Fuller, 2012: 6).
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In the present day, classical guitar is a popular instrument in Thailand. This can
be seen by regular classical guitar activities such as the Thailand International Guitar
Festival or the Asia International Guitar Festival, in which the event has shown the
number of people who are interested in classic guitars. Also, the distinctive classical guitar
of Thai people is also recognized by many countries, such as Ekachai Jiarakul, the first
Asian when he won the classical guitar contest GFA International Concert Artist
Competition 2014, which is considered to be the largest classical guitar competition in the
world (Sri Muang, 2015: 62-67).

Classical guitars are now opened to all levels of instruction. Classical guitar
instruction in higher education in Thailand, the college of music is considered a
standardized music teaching institution as it has the expertise of musicians and music
instruction. There are several classical music schools in Thailand that teach classical guitar
with different course content and teaching styles depending on the teaching experience of
each teacher. So there is no teaching style and that is conducive to students and education
standard in the future of Thailand.

With the above reasons, the researcher is interested in studying the effective
teaching style in the classical guitar of the college of music in Thailand and the piece
of music used to test in the classical guitar of the college of music in Thailand. The
researcher sets research title “Classical guitar pedagogy for college of music in
Thailand”. The data from the research will be used as a guideline for the much

development of teaching classical guitar in higher education in Thailand.

Research Objectives
1. To study the effective teaching style in the classical guitar of the college

of music in Thailand
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2. To investigate the piece of music used in the classical guitar instruction

of the College of Music in Thailand

Research Scope

This research aims at the following research areas.

1. In the content of the study, it is to study the effective teaching style in the
classical guitar of the college of music in Thailand and study the song used in the test
in the classical guitar of the college of music in Thailand.

2. In the area of the research, the college of music was purposely chosen. It
has been teaching music for over 5 years with a Classical guitar lesson course at the
undergraduate level instructed by teachers who are specialized in teaching classical
guitar, including the College of Music, Mahidol university, College of Music
Mahasarakham University, College of Music, Payap University, Music College
Rangsit University, and the Faculty of music, Silpakorn University.

3. For population and the sample, they were divided into 2 groups: (i)
administrator consisting of 5 informants providing information on management of
music education in music college, (ii) the instructor group consisting of 9 informants
who provided information on the classical guitar teaching style and the selection of

pieces for the classical guitar test.

Research Methodology

The research and methodology used in this research are as follows.

1. Study and research documents related to the classical guitar instructional
program of the college of music in Thailand, teaching methods and techniques and

pieces used to test the classical guitar of various music test institutes.
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2. Fix area for data collection and field data collection.
3. Data analysis is divided into two groups.
3.2 Effective teaching styles in classical guitar.
3.2 Repertoires used in Classical guitar lessons were divided into 4-year
levels, and the music was analyzed by 5 classical guitar experts.
4. Analysis of data based on research objectives
5. Summary of research results and discussing research findings and

suggestions

Research Results

The study entitled “Classical guitar pedagogy for college of music in Thailand”
is the integrated research with two objectives 1) an effective teaching style in the classical
guitar of the college of music in Thailand, and 2) the theme piece of the classical guitar of
the college of music in Thailand. The details are as follows.

1. Effective teaching style in the classical guitar of the college of music in
Thailand is classified into three styles:

1.1 Teaching and techniques: Teaching the classical guitar practice of the
college of music in Thailand mostly focuses on teaching students to have knowledge and
skills to lead to the specific purpose of the content and students can play the songs
correctly. The way of teaching is a demonstration model that allow students have the
opportunity to visualize, understand and permit the students to practice thinking, such as
how to produce quality of tone, the relationship between the two hands while playing the
guitar, correct sentence analysis, the interpretation of the piece correctly according to the

period of the pieces, fingering, planning, targeted practice, etc. The good technique of
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teaching music in higher education should be developed from the principles or concepts
appropriate to the development of individual students.

1.2 Music activities and learning experiences for students are divided into
two parts: (i) Activities within the curriculum including activities related to the
performance of the students, such as music performances for final exams, general concerts
participation in various shows and (ii) two extracurricular activities, such as classical
guitar playing competition activities in both domestic and international level and Classical
guitar training camp and classical guitar training in various music schools.

Benefits from gained experience, students develop their skills in classical
guitar practice and experienced the music, music competition, musical training as well as
gaining knowledge, understanding music and gaining aesthetics from listening to different
types of music to develop their musical practice corresponding to the concept of teaching
on learner- center. It is best for the learner to be well-suited to the learner's needs by
encouraging students to play an important role in learning. Learning by experience comes
from both in and outside of the classroom. The learning process will truly result in the
students’ learning.

1.3 The testing and evaluation of the classical guitar instruction of the college
of music in Thailand are divided into two types: (i) Formative Evaluation or Evaluation
during the course that is a midterm exam. It consists of a quiz exercise based on song
practice, specialized training for both left hand and right-hand training, various types of
guitar playing, Scale and Arpeggio, and instant reading testing, etc. The objective is to
develop a learner to be skillful and expertise and to improve individual’s shortcomings and
(i) Summative evaluation. That is the assessment to grade a subject, which demonstrates the
learning outcomes of the learner in the level he /she is in. This shows the effectiveness of the

study as a whole. In the exam, five or three exam committees were used assigned to assess
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the exam. Criteria for evaluation was based on content divided into five parts: (i) accuracy of
note piece, (i) quality of the tone, (iii) rhythm and continuity, (iv) techniques of playing, and
(v) conveying the mood of the piece.

2. The classical guitar piece for test used in the classical guitar test of the
college of music in Thailand are divided into 2 categories: (i) type of piece of music
used in the course of teaching classical guitar of the College of music in Thailand and
(ii) pieces of the guitar class of the College of music in Thailand.

2.1 The type of piece of music used in the classical guitar instructional
program of the college of music in Thailand is divided into two groups: (i) pieces for
practice is given to students to practice the skills of playing the classics of the classical
guitar. Most of the exercises will focus on the 1-3 year students. In selecting the pieces for
the students, it will be appropriate for the learner to learn pieces to study depending on
students’ ability and objective of the song to improve skill the student lacks and (ii) piece
for test is given to students to make them understand pieces in each period and can
analyze and convey the mood of piece correctly according to the style of each period. In
piece selection. In the selection of the students, criteria were based on the content of the
subject, the suitability of the learner and the advice of the instructor. In the first year, the
pieces chosen were short such as minuet and prelude whereas in the second year pieces
were prelude, minuet sarabande, and rondo etc. The difficulty level and length of pieces
like sonata, suite or variations were selected. Level and length of pieces such as sonata,
suite, variations or concerto in the 4" year were more difficult and longer than the 3¢ year.

2.2 Classical guitar piece for test of the college of music in Thailand is
divided into 4 groups according to grade level, a 1-4 year with details and list of pieces as

follows.
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2.2.1 Classical guitar piece test for 1°-year students were divided
into two groups: (i) group one consisting of pieces for practice and (ii) group two
consisting of the piece for the test. In the first semester, students were allowed to choose
the piece in the group one or as suggested by their instructor. The piece chosen should
be 15 minutes long and students choose the second group of pieces or as suggested by
their teacher and a minimum length of the piece is not more than 10 minutes. In the
second semester, pieces in the group one were selected by students or as suggested by
their teacher, but the level of difficulty is more than the first semester and the length of
the piece for the test should not be lesser than 15 minutes. Students choose the 2™ group
of a piece or as suggested by their teacher, but the piece must be more difficult the first
semester and they (pieces) were not to be used in the 1" semester. The piece for the test
should not be 10 minutes in length.

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2.2.3  Classical guitar piece test for 3rd-year students were divided
into two groups: (i) group one consisting of pieces for practice and (ii) group two
consisting of the piece for the test. In the first semester, students were allowed to choose
the piece in the group one or as suggested by their instructor. The piece chosen should
not be less than 25 minutes long and students choose the second group of pieces or as
suggested by their teacher and a minimum length of the piece for the test is not more
than 10 minutes. In the second semester, pieces in the group one were selected by
students or as suggested by their teacher, but the level of difficulty is more than the first
semester and they (pieces) were not be used in the 1st semester. The length of the piece
for the test should not be lesser than 25 minutes. Students choose the 2nd group of a
piece or as suggested by their teacher, but the piece must be more difficult the first
semester and they (pieces) were not to be used in the 1st semester. The piece for the test
(Junior Recital) should be around 30 minutes in length.

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Discussion

The study aimed to 1) study an effective teaching style in the classical
guitar of the college of music in Thailand and to 2) investigate theme piece of the
classical guitar of the college of music in Thailand.

1. An effective teaching style in the classical guitar of the college of
music in Thailand

1.1  Teaching and techniques: Teaching the classical guitar practice of

the college of music in Thailand mostly emphasizes on training students to gain
knowledge and skills conducive to the specific purpose of the content and students can
play the songs correctly. The way of teaching is a demonstration model that allow students
have the opportunity to visualize, understand and let the students to practice thinking, such
as how to produce quality of voice, the relationship between the two hands while playing
the guitar, correct sentence analysis, the interpretation of the piece correctly according to
the period of the pieces, the use of fingering, planning, targeted practice, etc. The good
technique of teaching music in higher education should be developed from the principles
or concepts appropriate to the development of individual students. This corresponds with
Khammani’s study (2009: 330). According to Khaemmanee, teaching by demonstration is
the teaching process that make students learn according to the determined objective to
give learner’s clear-cut understanding of practice and this is also corded with Liamtong
(2012 : 29-39) who maintains that important for teaching music practice, music practice
for maximum efficiency, directly to the target and achieving the objectives of the training
of musicians can be summarized into 3 principles: (i) principles before practicing by
splitting target plan, practice site ,short-term and long-term training schedule, (ii)
principle while practice by dividing problem into sub-problems to manage the problem

solving problem one by one and (iii) principle after practice, the explanation of practice
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without musical instrument and preparation in showing including being ready for show.
This corresponds with Glise (1997: 86-96) who states that by the nature of classical guitar
instruction, the instructor has two functions: instruction refers to the process of teaching
making the student understand the repertoire, problem-solving in music lessons, learning
the skills and techniques of the correct play including elements related to musical learning.
And another duty is to guide the learner as a musician and exchange music concepts in
addition to teaching to properly play the piece of the classical guitar.

1.2 Music activities and learning experiences for students are divided into
two parts: (i) activities within the curriculum and (ii) extracurricular activities. The
experience gained is that the learner develops the skills and experience of the music, music
competitions, etc., to develop their musical practice skills in accordance with Khammani’s
work (2009: 119-120). According to her, the concept of teaching based on the learner as a
center of learning is appropriate for the learner and the maximum benefit that the learner
should receive by encouraging students to play an important role in learning. Learning by
experience comes from both in and outside of the classroom. The learning process will truly
result in the learner learning. It is in line with Pratyapruet’s work (2012: 427-428) stating that
in the context of the higher education institutions, it should promote the learning of students
using various experiences, such as organizing learning experiences outside the classroom,
in-class classroom management by providing students with a proactive role in classroom
activities, field trip Including encouraging students to reflect on their everyday activities.

1.3 Measurement and Evaluation: the evaluation of the classical guitar
instruction of the College of music in Thailand is divided into two types: evaluation in the
process and evaluation after teaching. This is consistent with Sutthachit (2012: 248-249).
According to him, the type of assessment is generally divided into two categories and criteria

for testing and assessment are divided into five parts: the accuracy of the noted piece, sound

quality, thythm and continuity, a technique for playing, and the mood of the piece. Each
assessment is divided into four levels: best, good, fair, and improvement.

2. Composition (pieces) used for the test in the classical guitar of the college of
music in Thailand are divided into two groups: (i) piece for practice to use for practice the
skills of playing classical guitar of the learner. Most of this repertoire are in pieces taught
in years one-three and (ii) pieces for the purpose of giving students an understanding of
the music of different periods conveying the mood of the piece correctly. Students must
have the knowledge and ability to play the composition properly according to the style of
each era. This is in line with Yamaha Music School's classical guitar test. The score is
based on Grade 7-4. Piece test is divided into two main groups, A and B. Group A
consists of the composition for practice and technique development whereas Group B, C,
and D test repertoire divided into different musical styles into different periods. The test
takers will be required to play these two groups of pieces in the test (Siam Music Yamaha:
2). This corresponds with the piece of the classical guitar test of the Trinity College. In the
pieces used for the test for intermediate-level examination (Grade 4-8), pieces are divided
into two groups: A group is compositions for practice whereas pieces in Grade 6-8, most
of them are a renaissance and baroque. Group B is a variant of the classical music of the
20th century (Trinity College London, 2015 : 8). It is clear that the pieces for practice is
essential for classical guitar lessons and they are compulsory pieces for 1-3 year students
and also in the pieces for guitar test of the college of music in Thailand to provide students
with the skills and techniques to play the guitar so that they can use them (pieces) to play

different types of music.
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Recommendations

1. The effective teaching style of the classical guitar of the college of music in
Thailand give the benefits in terms of knowing the principles and methods of teaching and
the factors that contribute to the learner's learning. The evaluation criteria were reviewed
by a specialist in classical guitar teaching can be used to teach classical guitar in higher
education.

2. Classical guitar pieces of the college of music in Thailand approved by
experts in classical guitar instruction can contribute benefits to the classical guitar
instruction in higher education.

3. Suggestions for the next research:

3.1 Criteria for classical guitar in higher education in Thailand.

3.2 Criteria for classical guitar pieces at preparatory level in Thailand.
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the supervision strategies for
developing the teachers of the small-sized schools under the Secondary Education
Service Area Office 28. The research has been divided into three phases. The target
group of the first phase consisted of three directors, three teachers and three
education supervisors. The target group of the second phase was composed of 14
experts in education supervision. And the target group of the third phase consisted of
nine experts in evaluation. The research tools were interview form, questionnaire,
and evaluation form. The research findings revealed that the supervision strategies
for developing the teachers of the small-sized schools consisted of vision: supervision
system in line with teacher professional standards, mission: making supervision
plans, strategic item: teachers with supervision efficiency, and nine strategies: 1)
making supervision plan in a short and long terms, 2) development of teachers for
being a supervisor, 3) teachers developing themselves based on professional
standards, 4) teachers with English and information technology abilities, 5) teachers
using curricular effectively, 6) teaching conducting action research, 7) teachers using
media and information technology, 8) creation of attitudes towards teacher

profession, and 9) establishment of morale and support regularly. The
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appropriateness, possibility and utilization of these strategies was found at the highest

level in all aspects.

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Abstract

This research aims to study the influence of perception about supervisor’s
leadership styles on employee engagement and to compare the employee engagement
level of supporting staff in Kasetsart University Bangkhen Campus. This was
categorized according to supervisor’s personal factors: sex, age and years of
experience working with supporting staff. The 465 stratified random samples were
Kasetsart University’s supporting staff. Data were collected by the questionnaires,
and statistical data analysis techniques were Multiple Regression Analysis, t-test and
One-Way ANOVA. The findings indicated that transformational leadership had the
influence on the overall employee engagement, including the aspects of acceptance
of a target, vision, and value, and a desire to maintain organizational membership, at
0.01 level of significance. In addition, transformational leadership and laissez-faire
leadership had influence the aspect of striving for the success of organizations at the
significance levels of 0.01 and 0.05, respectively. Besides, supporting staff with
different years of experience working with current supervisors had a different level of

overall employee engagement.
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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the collaborative leadership of
administrators of government basic education schools under the Ministry of Education

and Sports, Lao People’s Democratic Republic, to study the operation of government
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basic education schools, and to investigate the collaborative leadership of
administrators affecting the operation of government basic education schools. The
population consisted of 8,060 administrators, teachers, and educational personnel in
primary and lower secondary schools in the academic year 2017. The samples were
composed of 427 people. The research results revealed that the cooperative leadership
of school administrators was overall at a high level. The overall operation of
government basic education schools in the Lao People's Democratic Republic was
overall at a high level. Cooperative leadership variables combined with five variables
could predict the performance of schools by 74.1 percent. Moreover, administration of
different people with good governance could predict the operation of the school at the
highest level. This was followed by vision possession, relationships building,
participation, acknowledgement of the value of various stakeholders, and ingenuity in

decision making to solve problems, respectively.

The research aimed to study the management of the rice production and the
general conditions of rice production and the demand for rice production
development, and to explore the guidelines to improve the rice production of the rice
farmers in Amnat Charoen province. The targets were two groups of the communal
enterprise that was recognized as having the best practice, and 65,971 farming
households that produced the seasonal rice in 2016. All 397 households were
randomly selected via multi-stage sampling. The research instruments were an
interview and a questionnaire. Statistics used in data analysis were percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and content analysis. The research results revealed that
rice production of farmers in Amnat Charoen province yielded an average of 347.2
kilograms per rai, average cost per kilogram of 4.02 baht, average selling price of

10.71 baht per kilogram, an average profit of 6.69 baht per kilogram, and average
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income of 3,718.51 baht per rai. Management of the rice production in the province
was overall at moderate level (X = 3.33, S.D. = .62). The guidelines for the rice
production development of the rice farmers in Amnat Charoen consisted of three
strategies: Strategy 1 was about a development of the rice production infrastructure
and resources. Strategy 2 was about an increased efficiency of rice production and
rice products. And strategy 3 was about an increased capacity to compete in

Moreover, the Thali title is typed first, followed by
the English one on the next line. However, only English title is required for the article
written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The article contents are clearly summarized. Both Thai and
English abstracts are required. A one-page Thai abstract with 150-200 words is
written first, followed by the English one with the same number of words.

It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article written in English or
other foreign languages.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must
be placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English keywords are required for
the article written in English or other foreign languages.
