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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to study the learning achievement and satisfaction of
students studying Chemistry laboratory I. The samples of randomly selected by cluster random
sampling was first-year students in Environmental Science and Technology, the second semester
of the academic year 2022, total of 13 students. The search instrument of using in the study was
the basic skills practice of chemistry practice. Achievement test namely, a pre-test and a post-
test, subjective and a student satisfaction questionnaire. The study results showed that 1) the
academic achievement of the first-year students in environmental science and technology
program by using basic skills exercises in chemistry practice after studying higher than before. 2)
Academic achievement of the first-year students in environmental science and technology
program higher than the threshold of 60%, and 3) the students' satisfaction with learning
Chemistry Laboratory 1, divided into content and consistency with objectives was 889%,
satisfaction and confidence in the scientific operation accounted for 80% and the attitude

toward learning chemistry laboratory 1 reported for 80% at a very good level.
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
